hypertension. There are many possible causes aflch as inhaling high concentrations of smokedng) or oxygen;
severe burns; blood infections; lung infections;tiauma to other parts of the body. Acute Respiyaistress

Syndrome (ARDS) is the most catastrophic form of.AL

Lungs contain alveoli, which are tiny air sacs vehtire oxygen is passed into the blood. In ALI blaod fluid begin

to leak into the alveoli. When this happens, oxygannot enter the alveoli, which means oxygen isonger getting
into the blood. Because the lungs are inflamedféled with fluid, the patient finds it increasingHifficult to breathe.

ALl is life-threatening because it makes breathémgremely difficult. The mortality rate of ALI/ARD% 30% to 60%
within 2 to 4 weeks.

Currently, no approved pharmacological therapyAbt is available. ALI patients are treated withensive support,
which includes various strategies for assistedilaion. A large number of treatments have failednprove survival.

These include glucocorticosteroids, surfactantsaglandin E1, ketoconazole, prostacyclin, nitxile, and almitrine.

AP301 is a synthetic peptide that corresponds strictural motif of the human Tumour Necrosis Faetipha. It is
water soluble and can be administered into the laygnstillation or as aerosol. AP301 has beengihesi for the
treatment of Acute Lung Injury and Acute Respirgt®istress Syndrome and has additional signifigaotential in
other forms of permeability oedema and ischemianfeigion injury, such as lung transplantation améuymonia.
