Mission

Life Point, Inc.  exists to provide training and education to individuals with Autism.  It is our goal to teach life and social skills for the purpose of promoting students’ independence and productivity within the community, as well as, preparation for living and working without the necessity of constant one-on-one assistance.  We do this by developing a comprehensive life improvement plan which includes functional communication training, vocational preparation, community involvement and positive behavioral supports for each individual with Autism.  These life improvement plans include goals for all aspects of daily living so our individuals with Autism may enjoy life and work to the greatest extent possible.  In turn, our individuals with Autism become a valuable asset to the Mansfield community.

Application Process

Each child applying for admission into the program is required to complete the four parts of the application process.

1. An Enrollment Application Packet

- Enrollment Application

- Current completed ABLLS assessment (if available)

- Current IEP, Individual Education Plan, (if available)

- Data and/or all information from other therapies or ARDS previously or currently provided

- Medical history

- Consent Forms

- Immunization Records

2. Video Sample

· Provide a video sample 40 minutes long

· Each video clipping is limited to 8 minutes in the following areas:

i. Family routine:  (Meal time, bed time, teeth brushing)

ii. Therapy-based interaction

iii. Parent & Child interaction

iv. A community outing

v. Child Alone

3. Interview

· The parent(s) and individual with Autism are encouraged to come and take a tour of the facility and to ask questions to the Executive Director.

4. Trial Run 

· We have a probationary period for six months before the individual with Autism is fully accepted into the program.

Upon completion of the application process, a committee will meet to decide whether your child is accepted into the program.  The Executive Director will notify the parent(s) the decision of acceptance.

School is in session forty-seven weeks out of the year.  In addition we observe national holidays.

Life Point offers services year-around therefore summer hours remain the same.  Life Point school calendar coincides with Mansfield Independent School District.  We believe in not having more than one week off at a time due to possible regression.

Tuition

Tuition and other activity fees are due on the first of each month. After the 5th of each month, your payment is considered late. For each day you are late with your payment there will be $10.00 charge added per each late day.  Tuition and fees will not be adjusted for absences due to illness or vacation.

Withdrawal

If you choose to withdraw your child from the program a 60-day written notice is required.  The only exception is an unexpected medical crisis.  Failure in providing ample notice may result in a balance of tuition or fees invoiced to you.

Field Trips
The Supervisor will give you notice when we are going to take field trips.  Life Point’s mission is to involve our individuals with Autism into the community.  Special field trips, such as, the stockyards, hurricane harbor, six flags, museums and others may require additional monies for your child to participate in the field trip.

Student Acceptance

 Parent(s) and individual with Autism must go through the four step application process.  Once the four steps have been successful complete and it has been determined your child would benefit from this program your child is accepted into the program.  As long as the mission of the school can be accomplished, you child will accepted into the program for life within the guidelines set forth by the Board of Directors.   The only two reasons the student would have to leave the program. One would be due to persistently aggressive behavior and/or require frequent use of physical measures to protect themselves or others from injury.  Life Point allows forty-five days to ensure the behavior is not coming from medication changes.  Secondly, would be the individual with Autism can no longer benefit from the daily activities of the program due to health constraints.

Visiting Life Point

Life Point is a private non–profit program.  We welcome all visitors, as long as, an appointment has been made prior to the visit.
